Â FREE !!!

Â Our contest is always relaxed and beginner friendly
Ã CD always explains the rule and strategy at pilots meeting

Ã Pair up timers between experience pilots with new -comers

Â Very spectator friendly (and a lot of fun to watch too)

Ã Actually, many spectators play the timer role during the contest ;-)

Â Usually fly 5 rounds, from 9am to 1pm, and have pizza together

Â Average 15 ~ 20 pilots, maximum 36 pilots in 2007
Ã Pilots from LA and Nevada

Ã Largest DLG contest has 60 ~ 90 pilots (IHLGF, San Diego)

Â Always great/friendly atmosphere in the flying field



DLG Contest Format

Â Man- on- Man scoring ðNormalized the highest score in each group
Ã Best score of each group is 1000pt

Ã Launch at the same time, fly the similar air

Ã Very fair and exciting

Â Usually a 10-minute flying window with various tasks

Â ex: 5 x 2 minutes tasksé

Â Being a timer is as, if not more, important as the pilot

Â For a half day DLG contest, that is a lot of flying and timing J
